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What is it about this animals feet that support it in snow and 
soft tundra, and function as paddles when they swim? What 
is it on the males head that marks the start of rutting  
season? Do both sexes have antlers? 
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What are the two names for this bear? What makes this bear 
stand out from other bears? What function does the hump on 
the back serve? In what ways is it comparable to humans? 

What does this canidae like to eat? If hunting is good what 
might it do with its catch? Where does it make its home 
and what does it do to make it comfortable? 

What is this only amphibian that lives north of Prince William 
Sound? How does it survive sub-zero temperatures? Where 
does it hibernate? 

What is this fur bearing animal? Where do they den and 
rest? What do they eat? 
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What kind of tracks does this furbearer make while run-
ning? How does it adapt for winter? How do they chiefly 
locate their prey? 

How far will this dog-like critter travel in search of food for 
its young? What are their primary food? What predator is 
a major cause of their death and why? 

How is this bear different than a brown bear? What is its 
most outstanding sense? What does it like to eat?
